Atr Guard helps Kentuckians recover

FALMOUTH, Ky, — Flood waters sull
cowvered this small twwn ol 2,700 when Ken
tucky Adr Guard troops arcived March 3, three
duys after the Licking River Giest spilled from
its hanks

It owas w sight that's still hard for Cap,
Chuck My eld w comprelend,

“When we got here, we Tound devastation
of o kind most people probably could oo
praeine.” suid MayGeld, commander of the
[ 23rcd Security Palice Squadron,

Yoo don’t reahize the power of the foree
of water, It looked like the vpe of damage
voi widld see from o lornado, except i
wasn'| limited tooa single path.”

Chureed with restoring onder in the face
of such chaos. Mayfield's 22 security police
and support troops jgoined forces with 1he
Ay Guard's 198th Milicury Police Banal
won, Together, they established o commiml
center al Pendieton County Hizh School, just
aulside ol lwn.

By the time Mood waters receded enoush
For wnvonwe o enter Falmouwth the next maorn-
ing, Guardmembers had secured the lown™s
perimeter with eniry control poings and initi-
ated patreds o protecl citieens” propecly from
luoters. Only emergency workers were al-
loowed 1o enter, but thay didn’vswop others from
trving.

"W had ot ol imcidents ol people trying
o gain Megal eniry.” Mayfield said, “und we
civzht others 1 wwn and escored them ou.”

Palential looters weren't the only chal-
lenge. A more difTicult task involved 1rying
to explain o citizens why they couldn 't enter
oy anmediately after the water receded.

“A ot of the residents wanted 1o get "
Moy held sand, “but they didn’t understand the
magnitude of the destruction und the dunser

Senior Arrman Moebinie Ohwens, ane ol the
Adr Guard security police in Falmouth, said
she was symipathetic to the residents” frustra-
ticms wnd found hat many just needed some-
o e talk o,

I wou let most ol the people lalk about
what thev're going through, they seem to leel
better.” Owens sad.

Many residents were adamant aboul see-
ing their property. however, so the Guurd ar-
ranged for bus rides through rown, No one
wits allewed b leave the buses, but the devy-
astation wias elear enougly,

Mud-streaked cars were strewn ahout like
s, Tractor-traler rigs lay broken an ther
hacks, Clothing and garbage hung from the
trees. Houses, shorn free of their foundations,
sigl separely incthe middle of the sireet while
others were simashed wbits, And everywlere,
i thick oo of mud couted the streets, side-
witlks and yards, ooeing from the doorways
ol homes and dripping of1 the twhles ol 1he
local Dary Qlueen,

RBefore residents could be allowed back
o tevwen: the Cruard stell Bad o complete one
el s more grisly tusks — searching for bod-
es Five were recovered: inclading three who
were trapped in the Hometown Pizza parlor
when foomd waters rowred throueh downtown,

“Inivally, we were the only people who
cotld get into town because we had hunmvees
and sll-terrain vehcles,” Maytield said. “So
we trnsported the scarch and rescue leams
anned wssisted wath the search.”

That tush, coupled with o brving ops lempo,
e the mission i challenzing one, Mayfiald
satd inoan interview Four days aler the
Grird s reliel effores beoan,

“The Tirst Few diiys, evervhody was praty
much 2oing 18 1w 20 hours o duy and per-
forming a very difficult mission,” Muylield
siid, Bis vonee sull cracking from Tatizue.

“You pat-a couple of hours sleep before
you cume buck an o work ancther 18-hour
shifr,”

Thal puce cused considerably alter the first
week, when residents were allowed to re-en-
ter 1w

The Guard then began focusing on help-
ing Falmouwth’™s reswdents et back on their
feet, widing wath the cleanup, directing traf-

e ancd distributiog food wnd water.

“Our troops assisied ineverything from res-
cuing cils in trees 1o helping people wode in
their howses W retrieve property — whatever
we et do to help people in their fime of need.”
Moy field said.

One sk involved aiding @ resident whao
wanted o secure hundreds of thoeusands of
dollars i cash from his home, Mayfield re-
cilled.

Ul made me feel gooad that his money was
still there 1o be rescued when people were al-
fowed 1o 2o back e wwn,” besaid. “1 think
that really wvalidated why we were here”

The wing™s 1 23nd Medical Squadron also
sel up shop in Falmooth during that second
week, providing a Gest aid clinic that adminis-
tered nnoculations and treated more than 100
patients for cots and serapes.

Iowas extrenmely dorty and desty, and there
were some injuries that occarred as people
went i their houses 1o clean up the mess,"” said
Col. Charles Broce, the squadron™s com-
mander, “Tetanus wis one of our primary con-
cerns.”

To address those concerns, the clinie’s 22
personnel wok their services w the streets. de-
livering cleamng supplies o resadents and pro-
viding em-the-spot medical assistance wherever
needed.

The squadron’s public health officer, Maj.
Davidd Granstromm, also helped locate and wen-
ify tosie wasle that had been washed ashore
by the food waters — something Broce called
a potentially serious health threal,”

The unit™s most valuable service, however,
iy hove been the genuine concern it showed
for the restdents of Falmeuth, said Masier Sz,
lahinny Cherry. assistunt hospital chiel.

“When we walked througl own, moing door
o oo, e offered o ot of TLE, and thin was
something that alol of te people needed. They
reully responded o owr concern,”

The desire wo help mude the mission an im-
porlant one for security police members like
Chvens., Lo,

“"Everyvone here has lest so muoch, vou al-
most can't fathom how they I he able o pat i
back toeether,” she said.

“But quite a few people have come up and
told me they really appreciate what we're do-
ing 1o help,

“WeTve made a difference here, and that s a
eood feeling,”

In addition 1o the security police and
medical personnel who served i
Falmoutl. whnost Y0 blue-suiters re
sponded from the 1 23rd Adrlift Wing, de-
livering communicaiions and civil en-
gineering skills o four Kenwcky coun-
ties,

In Crwen County, nine menmibers of the
205th Combal Communications Squad-
ron provided vital telephone links be-
TWeen an emergeny ﬂ.‘I}]CJ'il!iLI[1h center
and state Nutional Guand Hewdguarters
it Frunklor.

And in Owen, Carroll, Christian and
